The learning package plays a very important role in teaching-learning situations. It provides
options for student learning styles and pace, provides more occasions for genuine interaction be-
tween teacher and student, encourages development of student responsibility and decisionmaking,

and it is applicable to all areas of the curriculum.

To design a good learning package, you should follow few important steps such as: designing
the package’s cover, writing an introduction or a rationale, stating behavioral objectives, construct-
ing the package’s sefl-check, constructing the package's post-assessment, proposing quest activi-

ties, and writing a list of package’s resources and printed materials.
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
